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UMPIRE TRAVEL POLICY

Subject to reasonable limits in costs and appropriate verification, it is the intent of this policy that umpires will be reimbursed for a minimum of their direct costs for gas, ferries, parking or accommodation to and from sanctioned British Columbia regattas.

This travel policy applies only to umpires travelling to and from sanctioned regattas within British Columbia. It does not apply for travel to other umpire events, for example, the Rowing BC Annual General Meeting or re-certification seminar. 


Mileage to and from regattas



Car pooling is encouraged.


For administrative efficiency, umpires attending several regattas are required to


bundle several regatta claims together and make a single larger claim. 



Over 50 kilometres and up to, but not over 300 kilometres, reimbursement will be


made at the rate of 42 cents per kilometre travelled.


If the total mileage claimed is over 300 kilometres, reimbursement will be 


made based on direct costs for submitted gas receipts only.

Ferries








Fare for vehicle and driver and, where deemed necessary, reservations, 



based on submitted receipts.






Parking



Reimbursement will be made for direct costs based on receipts submitted.


Accommodation






Umpires are encouraged to billet with colleagues
. Where private lodging is used reimbursement of $30 maximum per night may be claimed.



In the event that billeting is not possible, hotel accommodation may be claimed subject to the following limits.




single occupancy

$110 / night max




double occupancy

$140 / night max


Food costs



No reimbursement will be made for food costs directly or by per diem.
Except for bundled claims, cost claims must be submitted to Rowing BC within three weeks of the regatta. Without exception, all claims must be made within five working days of the March 31 fiscal year end.
