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GENERAL
Policy
A.1

It is vital to understand that regattas are the most visible presentation of our sport to the public. Therefore regattas must be presented as well‑run and well‑organized events to the public. In addition, we need to ensure a safe and appropriate environment for participating athletes, volunteers and officials.

A.2

There are two forms of sanction with which Rowing British Columbia is concerned. These are:

Club and/or Athlete sanction



*
Regatta sanction.

A.3

Regatta Definition.

For purposes of sanction, a rowing regatta is deemed to be any rowing race or races held between two or more clubs. Specifically excluded as rowing regattas are internal club meets (where all competitors compete in the same club colours) and inter‑club training sessions (when these are conducted by the club coaches).

A.4

Regatta Sanction.

This is the approval given by Rowing British Columbia to either a member club or an affiliated rowing organization to host a rowing regatta in British Columbia.

A.5

Club and/or Athlete Sanction.

This is the approval for British Columbia athletes and clubs to compete both in and out of the province. There is a requirement for Rowing Canada Aviron sanction to compete out of continental North America.
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BAD STANDING
Policy
A.1

If a club is in bad standing with Rowing British Columbia it will be notified to that effect, and the members of that club will not be allowed to compete in sanctioned regattas until the club is in good standing.

11.2     REGATTA SANCTION
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REGATTA SANCTION

REGATTA SANCTION REQUIREMENTS
Policy
A.1

Regatta sanction requirement.

(a)
Rowing British Columbia sanction is required for all regattas held within British Columbia.

(b)
Rowing Canada Aviron sanction is required, in addition to Rowing British Columbia sanction, for those regattas hosted in British Columbia which are of national importance. These include national championships and international regattas, as specified in the Rowing Canada Aviron bylaws.

(c)
FISA sanction is required, in addition to both Rowing Canada Aviron and Rowing British Columbia sanction, for international championships and meetings hosted in British Columbia, as specified in the FISA Statutes.

A.2

The granting of regatta sanction.
In order for Rowing British Columbia to grant sanction the following criteria must be met:

(a)
The host organization must provide proof that the appropriate Regatta Organizing Committee has been put in place.

(b)
The regatta must be conducted under the Rowing Canada Aviron or FISA rules of racing. If the racing is to be held under any other rules, these rules must be clearly defined in writing when the application for sanction is submitted.

(c)
The host club or rowing organization must be in good standing with Rowing British Columbia.

(d)
All competitors are to be members of Rowing Canada Aviron, Rowing British Columbia or their appropriate National Rowing body.

A.3

Dates for regatta sanction application.

All completed sanction applications are to be received at the Rowing British Columbia office by a date determined by the Board of Directors of Rowing British Columbia. These applications are to be for all regattas to be staged in the following calendar year.

This will allow the production of the Regatta Calendar in advance of the Annual General Meeting of Rowing British Columbia. This will also allow a meaningful allocation of umpires at their annual workshop.

A.4

Late applications for sanction.

Applications for sanction that are submitted late may be processed only on approval of the Executive Committee.

A.5

Granting of sanction.

All applications for regatta sanction shall be passed to the Regattas and Technical Installations Committee. This committee shall evaluate the applications, and make recommendations to the Executive Committee. The Executive Committee shall make the final decision.

A.6

Denied applications for sanction.

In cases where an application for sanction has been denied, the club concerned shall be permitted to re-submit the application once the shortcomings have been overcome. Such a re-submission is to be within a thirty day period, and shall not be considered a late application.

Procdeure
B.1

The application for regatta sanction must be made on the appropriate form. A sample of this form is found in Appendix 11. The minimum detail required is:

(a)
Date, time and place for the regatta.

(b)
The types of events being offered.

(c)
The type of course being used.

(d)
The persons making up the regatta organizing committee.

11.3     ATHLETE/CLUB SANCTION
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ATHLETE/CLUB SANCTION

ATHLETE/CLUB SANCTION REQUIREMENTS
Policy
A.1

For a club to compete out of the province, the club must be a member in good standing.

A.2

For an athlete to compete out of the province, the athlete must be properly registered with Rowing British Columbia.

A.3

There is a requirement for Rowing Canada Aviron sanction to compete out of continental North America.

Procedure
B.1

The application for athlete/club sanction must be made on the appropriate form. A sample of this form is found in Appendix 11. The minimum detail required is:

(a)
The destination and regattas being attended.

(b)
The names and membership numbers of all registrants.
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
